GROUP OPS REPORT 
 

Year one is behind us and year two is starting off well.  
To date we have raised over $9K in profits while 
providing 784 participants over $32K in savings from 
the regular price they would have paid  through the 
box office or tour companies.   We still rely on Kijiji 
and Stubhub to advertise many of our tickets as the 
local Kingston population is sparse in its participation.  
I could really use your help to spread the word, the 
integrity of word of mouth can not be under estimated.  
The website and the flyer linked to it are updated 
weekly if not more frequently as ticket availability 
changes.  

 

We have provided an initial cheque to his Grace Arch-
bishop OôBrien of $3,000.00  and more will be present-
ed.  Some of the initial profit has been re-invested in 
ticket inventory.   In addition to our great TUXEDO 
deal In 2016, we offered 5 Blue Jay games, all Toronto 
Argonauts home games, all Ottawa Redblack home 
games, Sound of Music -NAC, Rock concert tickets for 
multiplatinum group DISTURBED, OUR LADY 
PEACE, and Roger Hodgson (founding member of 
SUPERTRAMP).  It is uncertain if we will have ad-
vance access to Blue Jay play off tickets this year. We 
currently have access to 12 GREY CUP 2016 tickets 
and are guaranteed 8 for 2017 GREY CUP.  We have 
planned a minimum of 6 Ottawa Senators home games 
this year. While the fundraising margin as decreased, 
it is still worth the effort and we do have several repeat 
customers. Our association with Ottawa Sports and 
Entertainment Group (owners of Redblacks) has re-
sulted in last minute complimentary access to other 
Ottawa events (ottawa 67s and Ottawa Fury).  So far I 
have been able to donate these to the Ottawa chapter 
of Special Olympics in order to ensure they are used 
on short notice. This compliments our association with 
Special Olympics.  

 

The Blue Jay games are now have a regular following 
and games are selling out with minimal effort. People 
who delay in reserving early are missing out. I am 
hopeful an equal following will grow for some of our 
other events.  

 

Recall that our two objectives were to provide access to 
opportunities that people might not otherwise afford 
and raise funds for the Archbishop in support of his 
call for funds to maintain St Maryôs Cathedral.   We 
are achieving both objectives and we are gaining visi-
bility among the community.    

 

There are possibilities for other Group events, meat 
packs, local theatre, and more.  It just takes a few to 
decide they are really interested and willing to commit 
to something and I am willing to do the research to ob-
tain a deal.  

 

Thank you to the Knights who have supported me in 
this endeavour, and for the rest who do not regularly 
tell neighbours, friends, relatives, co-workers what is 
available é.. I need your help!
